The Convent General KYCH Meritorious Service Award (MSA).  This award will be open to all 
members of the KYCH that have done exceptional things in their jurisdictions in terms of York 
Rite masonry.  Each Priory will be allowed to submit one name per year for the award; however, 
just because a name is submitted does not mean that they will be awarded.  There will be a 
limited number of members allowed to hold this award at any given time.  The fee for this award 
will be $250.00, which will include red sash, badge, and certificate.  The Priory will be 
responsible for the submission of the name and recommendation of the award to the MSA 
committee, who will review and make their recommendation to the CG awards committee.  The 
fee must be received with submission /recommendation of the named awardee so items may be 
ordered and ready for the awards ceremony at the Convent General.
